1. Apologies for Absence: Robert Ranger
2. Declarations of Interest: none
3. I will continue to work to deliver reliable digital connectivity.
4. NNDC now has a 5 year land supply.
5. With some minor modifications the New local plan should be in place by Christmas
6. There will be free parking for remembrance Sunday
7. 
8. Cllr John Toye: JT would continue to work to deliver reliable digital connectivity for Norfolk.
NNDC now has a 5 year land supply in place
With some modifications to the new Local Plan should be in place by Christmas.
There will be free parking in North Norfolk towns on Remembrance Sunday.
GW asked why, when Hanworth was in a Conservation Area, we were not receiving Conservation Reports from NNDC.  Hanworth is in a conservation area without appraisal.  The parish council should email him to ask for appraisal, this may have a beneficial effect on future plans.
Minutes of the Meeting held on 6th August: were agreed.  Proposed LB, seconding SF.
9. Matters Arising: Drainage onto the Common in White Post Road: Two letters had been sent to Christian Attew asking for a simple agreement that they would be responsible for any accident or claim relating to the tanks on the Common.  No reply had been received. DH to write a third to be sent recorded delivery.
10. Planning:  RV/25/1472. 21 The Common, Hanworth.  The PC had lodged an objection but permission had been granted.
11.  PF/25/1485 Gunton Park (permitted)
TW/25/2344 hedge removal at Owlets, Hanworth Common.  PC had no objection.  DH to post comment.
12. Mains Drainage for Hanworth Common:GW had been in discussion with Bill Clipper of               .  He had asked Anglia Water why mains drainage for Hanworth had not been agreed when Ofwat had approved its provision.  Anglia Water responded that there is enough room on the Common for each property to have its own septic tank.  This is clearly not possible in the case of the terraced cottages. JT would check with Anglia Water whether funding is now in place for Hanworth in the Ofwat Plan.
13. Financial Report, agreeing Budget and setting of Precept for 2024-2025:  The budget showed a possible small debit balance for March 2026.  An increase of £250 in the precept, bring it to £2,750, was agreed, proposed SF seconded SM.  The budget was agreed, proposed GW seconded LB.
Spending since the previous meeting had been:
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14.  PFR engagement pack: this refers to areas affected by flooding. There is no flooding of property in Hanworth.  It was suggested that the Scarrow Beck should be cleaned out as this had not been done for some years.  However this might cause problems further down stream.
15. Any Other Business: 
Operation Radium:  This concerns courier fraud.  Courier fraud is a scam where criminals contact victims by phone pretending to be from trusted organisations and manipulate them into withdrawing cash.  If this is picked up as happening, specific area alerts will go out to local organisations from Norfolk Constabulary.  PC would be asked to help in distributing any such alert messages.  This could be done via the village Whatsapp. 
Notice Boards.  The one by the cattle grid was in need of repair, having twisted and lost its backing.   The one in the Memorial Hall yard needed to be put up after building works were completed.  The pc to try to find someone to do the work.
